Global and US Trends in Management Consulting

In 2005 and 2006 there is firm evidence of significant growth in the management consulting industry. In some markets, such as the US, this growth is building on a recovery that has been underway for over a year. In other markets, this growth is part of a much-needed return to a healthy consulting marketplace.

The recovery is largely due to improvements in regional economies, a return to a growth orientation by the market, and pent up demand for services that were deferred in recent years. But as clients once again focus on growth, they are also focusing on value. Clients are more mature, and this is reflected in more structured relationships and a demand for measurable results from consulting projects.
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
